SUNDAY THOUGHTS

The experience of Christian faith is not always comfortable. It is not
something that we come to, at some point, accept in it’s entirety and live
with happily ever after. Just as the Israelites struggled with covenant, as a
husband and wife need to continually work at a loving marriage, a follower
of Christ needs to grapple with his or her faith. And this will take a lifetime.
There are many aspects of our faith that we may struggle with and indeed,
some that, for a multitude of reasons, we may find almost impossible to
accept.

When Peter professed his allegiance to, and faith in Jesus, Jesus didn’t
demand to know if Peter ‘got it’. He didn’t demand a signed affidavit
certifying that Peter was subscribing to each and every aspect of his
teaching. Instead, he was satisfied with Peter’s simple and sincere
proclamation of faith. When such faith is present, when our hearts are truly
open to God, the details fade into the background. This is not politics. It’s not
about toeing the party line. Our faith is the result of our personal relationship
with God and subject to the ups and downs of human experience.

There will be times when we, like the disciples who left Jesus, will find it
difficult. At times our faith will sustain us, will lift us high and colour our lives.
At other times, it will offer no comfort, seem cruel and feel
empty. The best we can do is imitate the examples offered to
us. Hold fast to our faith, as the Israelites did. Keep the lines of
communication open, as husband and wife do. And

ultimately, as demonstrated by Simon Peter, stick around,
continue to follow Jesus; hang on to the faith we have and pray
for it’s enrichment.
